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In order to use the technology in the Science Commons, pick up the cabinet keys and an audio cable from the ITS Help Desk.

Go to the wooden cabinet under the stairs. Unlock and open the door to reveal the rack of equipment inside.

In the middle of the rack you will see the Touch Panel.

Tap the Touch Panel to wake it up.

You can use the Touch Panel from the rack or you can remove it and use it from anywhere in the room.  To remove the Touch Panel, press the blue button beneath the Touch Panel.  The Touch Panel will automatically eject from its cradle.  Gently lift it from the cradle.  There is a stand that mounts to the back of the panel on the left side of the rack near the floor.  Attach the stand to the Touch Panel.
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To start the system, press the Ipod audio at Front Wall button on the left side of the Touch Panel.  This will cause a password screen to appear.  Enter the numbers 4763 (ipod) and press Done.

Press the Screen & Speakers button in the upper right corner of the Touch Panel.  A pop-up window will appear in the middle of the screen.  Press the Speaker Lifts Down button to lower the speakers.

While the speakers are lowering, go to the wall behind the speakers.  You will find a black wall plate near the floor by the Café.  Plug one end of the audio cable into your music source (e.g., iPod, MP3 player, boom box, laptop) and the other end into the Audio In port on the black wall plate.

Turn the audio source on and you should hear music coming from the speakers.  You can control the volume through the slider controls at the bottom of the Touch Panel.  You may also need to adjust the volume on the audio source.
When you are done, turn off the audio source and unplug the cables  On the Touch Panel, press the red System Shutdown button in the lower right corner.  When prompted: 
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Click on “Press here to turn off equipment.”  This will retract the speakers. 

If necessary, remove the stand and replace to the left side of the rack near the floor. Place the Touch Panel in its rack cradle.  Close and lock the cabinet.  Return the key to the ITS Help Desk.
